3. Conference Evaluation.  

Roses:  “Jewel” summaries; presentations on website; presentations that involve small group interactions; presentations that offer models resulting from considerable intellectual effort or synthesize complex topics; longer lunch breaks—some time to get out of the hotel;
Thorns:  Board did not get handouts; newer TDs don’t meet older TDs or board members due to segregated seating (try board members moving down after initial pres; pairing with “conference buddy”; presentations from newer TDs and not so much from the “lions” of the group); some presentation objectives did not match our expectations of the presentation (try having Program Committee draft the learning assessment items); presentation order—intentional sequencing of program
Theme ideas for next year:  Program survival toolkit; making ourselves indispensible as a profession (vocational, multicultural and social justice, group process/team facilitation, communication/cooperation, wellness/strength-based, consultation/organizational competence); CPs who are applying these features to other disciplines (literacy, teacher training, fundable research areas)—value added by CP.  Consensus that the theme should accentuate the positive.  Deans or provosts as speakers?
Ideas for connecting members so they can learn from others at different career stages.  Connect new TDs with mentors; have mixed groups discuss coping skills, developmental stages at different levels of administrative involvement.  Extended workshop/work groups a la Tammi’s “difficult students” presentation—groups to formulate recommendations for specific issues (characterological, skills deficits, etc.).
4. Follow-up on Conference budget, bills, accounting:  Lonnie, Debbie, Kathie, etc.  Budgetary note regarding conference:  We pay up front for conference rooms and food for pre-conference workshops.  APA reimburses us after conference.  This is to our advantage, as these monies are included toward meeting CCPTP’s food and room minimums for conference hotel.  We will need to discuss with MCAC how a pre-conference workshop would be funded next February, as MCAC has fewer financial resources than APA (cost-sharing?  Small fee for participants?) 

Lonnie is consulting with Laura Palmer regarding higher yield options (Money Market) for money currently in BoA CD ($39K+), and also regarding options for a permanent address for CCPTP to ease transition to new Treasurer.  He will email the board details of options for the Money Market account, so we can make a decision about this.

MOTION (ML, LW 2nd) to revise February 10, 2011 motion to require quarterly (vs. monthly) reports (on or before March 31, June 30, Sept 30, Dec 31), with categories to follow those in the 2009 Treasurer’s report.  (8-0-0)
