Northeastrn doctoral program in school/counseling has what we call

comprehensive exams in four areas: assessment, legal & ethical,

intervention,

research.  The exams are written, given twice a year (students take two

each time until they are done).

Each exam is two hours in length, generally done in 2nd and 3rd years, no

reading lists provided necessarily but can ask profs in those ares.

Each exam graded by two professos, anonymously (no student name that is)

If a student is failed by one but not two, thena third reader is involved.

Consequences of failing an exam in the same area twice is being expelled

from the program.  Happened once during time I've been here.  Don't knopw

what proportion fail a particular exam but it happens regularly.  They

prepare well enough for the 2nd time around that they don't fail.

No oral exams but we're thinking of going to a portfolio and would love

to hear from others re: this.
